Highlights of the 
meeting include the following actions: 

Council accepted the resignations of three 
members:  

Bryan Carl – term expires December 2012 
Larry Shook – term expires December 2010 
Jeff Griffin – term expires December 2010 

Council elected Diane Hallett to serve the vacancy 
of Bryan Carl until the 2010 annual meeting at 
which time she may be presented for nomination to 
serve his unexpired term. 

Council elected Sandy Banks to serve the vacancy 
of Larry Shook. Mrs. Banks may be nominated at 
the 2010 annual meeting to serve a three year term 
since she has served less than one-half of a regular 
term. 

Both elections by council are in accordance with the 
following article of the constitution: 

C12.03. Should a member's place on the 
Congregation Council be declared vacant, the 
Congregation Council shall elect, by majority vote, 
a successor until the next annual meeting. 
Individuals who have served less than one-half of a 
regular term shall be eligible for nomination and 
possible election to a full term. 

A member to serve the remaining months of the 
vacancy created by Jeff Griffin’s resignation is 
being sought. Members may contact Marie Boyer, 
Council President, to express their interest in 
serving on council. 

Council regretfully accepted the resignation of Dr. 
Ronald and Beth Sider, Ministers of Music. Their 
last day with us will be September 5 at which time 
we will wish them Godspeed and Farewell. A time 
of fellowship is being planned by council member 
Thelma Lehman. (Their letter of resignation is 
found on page 3 of this newsletter.) 

Jim Simpson reported on several items for the 
Property Ministry:

“hub of the wheel” where the network director 
assists families with locating affordable 
housing and other needs. The day center is not 
a day care center nor is it a place of 
permanent/long term overnight housing. 
Logistics for Sunday School and other uses will 
be worked out. Family Promise plans to begin 
using the house on July 15.

�  Exterior lights for Baltimore Street

Marie Boyer distributed a timeline to address 
timeframes for budget preparations, 
nominations for the 2010 annual meeting, the 
Nominating Committee organization for the 
2011 annual meeting and constitutional 
updates.
